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In 2016 our nation will
remember the Battle of
the Somme on its
centenary. This summer,
tens of thousands will
visit the Commonwealth
War Graves
Commission cemeteries
in France. One of the
most devastating in
history, the armies of the LlVI NG M EMORY
British and French
Empires fought the
German Empire over
141 days. A long and bloody struggle resulted in more than one million dead or wounded.

This summer, tens of thousands will visit the Commonwealth War Grave Commission
cemeteries in France. We will welcome them - in particular to those many sites which are
visited rarely.

But there are war graves here in the British Isles which are overlooked. These are in the main,
the graves of the men who were wounded on the Western Front and later died in hospitals in
Britain along with those who fell ill while serving their country including many men and
women who died in the influenza epidemic. Their headstones stand in the midst of the large
civic cemeteries in the big cities across the British Isles. Sometimes in a group and sometimes
scattered, these graves also lie in village churchyards up and down the country.

There are 300,000 Commonwealth War Graves
Commission (CWGC) war graves and memorials
here in the UK. Many lie in hidden corners of
cemeteries and local communities are often unaware
of their existence.

The practice of non-repatriation of the dead which
was established during the First World War meant
that Commonwealth servicemen and women who

died on active service abroad, were buried abroad.

The majority of those buried in the United Kingdom
are therefore the men and women who died at home

in military hospitals. Others died in training accidents | & e

or air raids and some were killed in action in the air
or at sea in coastal waters, with their bodies washed
ashore.

Over 100,000 missing naval and air force casualties
are also commemorated on the great memorials at
Chatham, Plymouth, Portsmouth, Tower Hill and
Runnymede.

Private Ashton’s service records have survived
and they tell us the following:-

He enlisted the 1st Lincolns at the start of the
war in September 1914 and went to France on
26.1.15.

On 8" Feb. 1915 he was shot by a sniper and
received a serious chest wound - “ Bullet entered
right shoulder passing underneath scapula and
emerging at ... left scapula after damaging inter-
costal muscles & producing a hernia of the lung.”

He was brought back to England and was dis-
charged from hospital June 1915 to recover at
home. He died from his wounds on 13th May
1917.

The Battle of the Somme started on the 1st July 1916 and continued until the 18th The Battle Of the
November 1916. A Franco-British offensive on the Somme was planned as the Somme

major Allied effort on the Western Front in 1916. However, the start of a desperate
struggle between French and German forces at Verdun in February meant that the
British Army assumed the main role in the Somme.

British troops were a mixture of pre-war regular soldiers and Territorials, with tens of thousands of volunteers. Many
belonged to ‘Pals’ battalions, drawn from local communities, clubs and places of work, who had joined up together,
trained together and were now to fight together.

On 1st July 1916, after a week-long artillery bombardment of German positions, the infantry assault began. The
bombardment was supposed to have neutralised German machine guns for the British and Allied troops, but the well-
fortified German army withstood the bombardment. Across large sections of the frontline, British and Commonwealth
forces made little progress and suffered heavy losses. By the end of the first day alone, the British Army had suffered
some 57,000 casualties - including more than 19,000 killed.

Operations continued for 141 days. Men from every part of Britain and across the British Empire fought as part of the
British Army. Both sides committed millions of men and huge quantities of munitions to the struggle.

The Somme can be described as a series of hard-fought battles remembered for the courage and sacrifice of the
battalions and regiments involved. In the timeline you will find some of the notable events as well as a handful of the
many men who fought and died. We have selected people who are well known outside of the military but the real
significance of the Somme was the loss of so many individuals, many of whom were volunteers.

When the offensive was halted in November, more than one million British Empire, French and German servicemen had
been wounded, captured, or killed. The battle had significant military, political, industrial and domestic consequences
for all the countries involved.

The generally accepted figure for casualties for the armies of the British Empire on the Somme is 420,000, killed,
wounded and missing. The casualties that died can be commemorated or buried at any number of cemeteries in and
around the Somme. There are some 150 specially constructed CWGC cemeteries with other burials at 250 communal
burial sites in the Somme region.

He survived the Battle of the Somme but was wounded on

31st July 1916 after they had moved from the Somme to
the Loos area.

He had been hit by a rifle bullet and his left hand was badly damaged, his
middle metacarpal was smashed. The middle finger was eventually
removed on October 18th 1916.

His service records state:- “The left middle finger, and distal half of
metacarpal is gone. The grab of hand is very weak. He still has pain in
hand, especially when he tries to extend it heavily. It is useless for military
service.”

He was discharged on 17th August 1917 due to “wounds” and he was awarded a Silver War
Badge. At the time of his discharge he was 24 years and 9 months old.

The cause of his discharge was given as:- “G.S.W. Left
Hand and Tuberculosis... Tuberculosis due to service in
present war.”

When he died on 30th December 1918 in the John
Coupland Hospital his death certificate stated that his cause
of death was “Tuberculosis of kidney.”

By 1911 Witton was a solicitor living in Sheffield and he later
went to live in Australia and became a “station hand.” There
are no details about his death in the “News” but he is
remembered on Queen Elizabeth Grammar School War
Memorial and he is remembered on a family grave in North
Warren Cemetery where his memorial plaque has recently
been restored by the Friends of Gainsborough Cemeteries
(below).

He is also remembered on the War Memorial at St. Andrew’s

Church, Sharrow, Sheffield, below (this is where his brother
lived).

The Battle of Fromelles,
19th July 1916

In the early evening of 19 July 1916, near
the village of Fromelles, in northern France,
two infantry divisions newly arrived on the
Western Front, the 5th Australian and
British 61st (South Midland) attacked a
4,000 yard section of the German frontline
centred on a notorious strongpoint called
the "Sugar Loaf". Advancing over
unfavourable ground, in clear view of
resolute and expectant defenders, the
attackers suffered terrible casualties in a
matter of minutes. The action turned into a
bloody catastrophe - the Australians had
over 5,500 killed, wounded and missing;
61st Division reported over 1,500 killed,
wounded and missing. No tactical
advantages resulted from the action and it
remains the worst day in Australian military
history. (Source—Commonwealth War
Graves Commission).

Two Gainsborough men who had emigrated
to Australia before the war were killed in
this attack. They had both joined the
Australian Infantry when the war began.

V.C. Corner Cemetery was made
after the Armistice. It contains the
graves of over 400 Australian
soldiers who died in the attack at
Fromelles and whose bodies were
found on the battlefield, but not a
single body could be identified. It
was, therefore, decided not to mark
the individual graves, but to record on
a memorial the names of all the
Australian soldiers who were killed in
the engagement and whose graves
were not known. The memorial
commemorates almost 1,300
Australian casualties.

Another officer went out to assist
him, and while sitting up to have his limb bandaged
Lieut. Platts was shot in the head and killed. Miss
Platts, a sister of the deceased, had a very unpleasant
experience by falling into the hands of the Germans not
long after the war began. She was in the enemy’s
country when war was declared but succeeded in
reaching Holland. Securing a berth in the Batavia which
was captured by a German destroyer shortly after she
set sail for England, Miss Platts was, however, released
and some days later returned home. Lieut. Platts went to
France in January, 1915, and was at Ypres and Hooge.
In the following October he was seconded for home
service, but again joined his Regiment in
April, 1916.

The Thiepval Memorial to the Missing of the Somme, bears the names of 72,255
officers and men of the United Kingdom and South African forces who died in the Somme
sector before 20 March 1918 and have no known grave. Over 90% of those commemorated
died between July and November 1916. The memorial also serves as an Anglo-French
Battle Memorial in recognition of the joint nature of the 1916 offensive and a small cemetery
containing equal numbers of Commonwealth and French graves lies at the foot of the

memorial.

The memorial, designed by Sir Edwin Lutyens, was built between 1928 and 1932 and
unveiled by the Prince of Wales, in the presence of the President of France, on 1 August

1932.
